We will walk over the fields from Hartley Close and up the disused rail track to the old quarry buildings (which is the steepest section of the walk) before climbing to the top of Leckhampton Hill. The walk will all be on well marked paths, but we suggest boots/stout walking shoes as the ground will be uneven. We will get wonderful views over Cheltenham towards the Malvern Hills and the Black Mountains beyond on a good day from the top of the hill. We will aim to be back at Hartley Close for tea approx 4.00pm.
